We work with our cacao farmers and suppliers to improve 
quality, secure a consistent, scalable supply, and develop long-
term ethical trading partnerships that encompass premium 
prices, environmental and social aspects of sustainability, and 
supply chain transparency. 
 
In Depth: Farmer Support Centers house teams of experts in 
soil management and field-crop production (agronomists), in 
fermentation and natural drying processes and in cacao quality 
and sustainability practices. These experts collaborate directly 
with farmers and provide services to build long-term and 
strategic relationships with those who share our commitment 
to the sustainable production of high-quality cacao.
