"Faith That Does Justice" Short and Long Sleeve T-Shirt Purchasing Policy 
St. John's Jesuit High School and Academy 
 As a Catholic, Jesuit school, St. John's Jesuit High School and Academy embraces a commitment to justice as a core element of our mission. This commitment is better lived in deeds than in words; therefore, St. John's Jesuit High School and Academy adopts the following guidelines for short and long sleeve T-Shirts purchases.
1. St. John's Jesuit High School and Academy will not purchase short and long sleeve T-Shirts from firms that mistreat their employees by not paying them a living wage or similarly unjust practices. St. John's will create a "Just Supplier" list to use as a reference when placing orders. We recognize that the definition of a living wage is based upon a number of factors and therefore, the list will be analyzed and updated regularly. Unless individual circumstances justify an exception, St. John's will not place orders from suppliers that are not on this list. The Social Justice alliance, under the supervision of its moderator, will be responsible for creating and updating this list.
2. Firms that seek St. John's business and are denied participation because they are not on the "Just Supplier" list will be notified of such. This notification must include steps the firm could take in order to be included on the list.
3. Federal and State laws in the United States greatly increases the likelihood that US manufactures pay a living wage. Unless this is shown to be untrue for the given firm, US manufacturers that utilize union shops will be automatically included on the "Just Supplier" list. A US manufacturer will only be recognized as such if a minimum of 75% of the manufacturer process takes place within the United States. St. Johns will not, however, accord preferential treatment to US manufacturers over international firms that are also included on the "Just Supplier" list. 
4. St. John's will adhere to this policy even if doing so results in higher purchasing cost.
